What is Yu-Yu (il§~#~)Bus?
"Yu-Yu Bus" is the loop bus that connects main sightseeing spots or attractions in Atami city,
one of the oldest and most developed Onsen (hot spa) resorts in Japan. You can

board this bus with the Yu-Yu Bus pass that is available in the bus or "Tokai
Bus" Atami office (see the map below) for a moderate fee. If you have a
day pass", you can take the specific local bus line of Tokai Bus also without

any additional payment.

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Shinsui Park

Jacaranda trees are beautifully planted along the street. A pleasure ship suitable for families is available.
Marine-spa Atami

A big complex of leisure pool and public bath. Swimsuit can be borrowed.(Tel; 0557-86-2020)

Nishikigaura

Over 80m high cliffs formed by lava of Taga volcano that flowed to the ocean thousands of years ago.
Atami Castle

This is a fully recreated castle on the summit. A foot bath with a great view is available.

Akao Herb & rose Garden

Literally a huge botanical garden you can enjoy roses, herbs, and tremendous view of the Pacific Ocean.
Kiunkaku

Originally constructed as a villa of the wealthy merchant in 1919, it was turned to a high-class Ryokan.
Japanese-style architecture and garden has been loved by famous novelists. Now this is opened for public.
Geiki Kenban (=1 }i%, the nearest busstop is "Kiunkaku West")

Every Saturday morning you can enjoy Geishas' traditional dance. The practice also can be seen on
weekdays(NOT everyday), though a reservation in advance is required.(Tel; ©557-81-3575)

Ohyu Kanketsusen ("Kanketsusen™ means "the geyser")

Atami has several geysers, the place where boiling water shoots out from the ground, that made this

town one of the oldest domestic Onsen resort.

MOA museum of Art

This museum has over 3,500 descent collection of Japanese and Chinese old paintings, ceramics, and calligraphies.
Izu-san Shrine

Minamoto Yoritomo, the founder of the Kamakura Shogunate (1185?-1333), met his wife at this shrine.

Hashiri yu (Running hot spring, the nearest busstop is "Ohzome Bridge")
This is another Kanketsusen that still puts out boiling water at 170 liter a minute. They named this spring
after the tremendous scenery and boiling water that keeps coming out.

How to ride "Yu-Yu Bus"

Using local buses in Japan may be intimidating to foreign tourists but worth a try. To spend
some time with local people in the same vehicle and exchange a few words may spice up your trip.

@ Enter and exit the bus through the front door. If you are a one day free pass holder, please
show the pass to the driver when boarding.
If you are a one ride only user, please
drop 250 IJPY 1into the <clear receptacle
next to the driver.

The coin changer beside the receptacle
does not accept high value banknote.

To bring small change with you in advance
is recommended.

Press the button after the announcement of
the stop to signhal the driver that you
wish to get off at the next. the One day Free Pass
